Conference Planning Information 
The Middle Tennessee Business Matchmaking event will be held in the 
Liberty Hall in the Factory at Franklin.  The Factory is located at 230 
Franklin Road, Franklin, Tennessee, 37064.   
 
Directions to The Factory  
The Factory in Franklin is located south of Nashville on I-65.  From I-65, 
exit at Cool Springs Boulevard West (Exit #68B) and continue until it 
dead ends at Mack Hatcher Parkway.  Turn Right and go to the first stop 
light and turn left on Franklin Road.  The Factory is one mile ahead on 
the left – look for the water tower.

Parking 
Liberty Hall is located at the back of the Factory. We recommend parking 
in the East Parking Lot in the rear of the Factory or the southeast 
corner of the Factory (Near Strong Tower Bible Church and Liberty 
Leasing Offices).  All parking at the Factory is complimentary. 
 
About the Factory at Franklin 
The Factory at Franklin is a complex of 11 depression-era buildings, with 
a total of 250,000 square feet, which housed four different factories 
over its industrial lifetime.  The buildings were built for the Allen 
Manufacturing Company in 1929.  After Allen Manufacturing went into 
receivership during the Great Depression, the Dortch Stove Company 
(1932-1955), Magic Chef (1955-1959) and Jamison Bedding Company 
(1962-1991) successively occupied this site, which is on the National 
Register of Historic Places.  The Factory is currently being renovated by 
Franklin businessman Calvin LeHew as a dining, retail, entertainment, and 
educational center, retaining as much as possible of the old factory look
